Accomodation:  We have a pencilled in group booking at an accommodation facility in Margaret River called Wharnecliffe Mill. The accommodation is pretty basic with a choice between dorm rooms and safari tents, but has showers, toilets, a huge undercover eating and cooking area and is situated in the forest just north of Margaret River, only 15 minutes walk from town and amoung walk and mountain bike trails.  It’s set in a beautiful area with heaps of birds and lots of space.

Rates are $25 per night in the dormitory (exclusively booked to underwater hockey group) or $150 for a four person share Safari tent.

Schedule for Margaret River Camporama 2015

Sat 9th – Players recover from presentation night, check out of their Bunbury accommodation and drive at their leisure the 100km from Bunbury to Margaret River. (Busses available if you do not have your own transport)

Suggested activities on the way – Scenic tour down the coast, stop at Busselton Jetty (longest jetty in the world), a swim in Geographe Bay, scuba dive on the Swan shipwreck (see Capedive.com for details), check out the spectacular Leeuwin Naturaliste National park, drop into one of the numerous wineries and breweries for lunch and/or a hair of the dog.

Arrive at Wharnecliffe and check in some time in the afternoon.

5pm – All meet at Wharnecliffe for afternoon sundowner drinks and early BBQ.
5.30 – Sunset tour leaves for those keen to go.
8.30 – Those with energy (and over 18) walk to Settlers Tavern for evening drinks and entertainment (approx 15 minute walk).  Movie night at Wharnecliffe for those left behind.
NOTE: As some other families staying at this accommodation, activities after 9pm need to be the quiet type (ie. if you want to be loud go for a walk)

Sunday 10th

7 to 10am – Continental breakfast on offer at Whanecliffe Mill

10am – Tours leave (Wild About Margaret River, Northern Highlights, Surfing and Canoeing)

Other options: Take your own vehicle on a self guided tour of the beaches, wineries etc. Hire a bike and take off on any one of the trails, everything from easy grade to serious mountain biking trails on offer. Hire a board and hit the waves or go for a dive at a number of spectacular snorkelling and free diving locations.  Visit the sting rays at Hamelin Bay or take a walk along the spectacular sea cliffs on the Cape to Cape track.

5pm – All meet back at Wharnecliffe for communal dinner and sundowner drinks.

Monday 11th January

All check out of Wharnecliffe and drive back to Perth. 

There is the option of staying longer if you want, bookings for further accommodation and activities will be up to you.
